Production Agreement v.01
As within this agreement both parties are fully aware and accept terms and conditions of this contract. _______________________ notes that they have received Production (compositions) from Contraband Records.
Let it be known that these musical recordings created, arranged and produced by Contraband Records cannot and will not be used for any purpose without the consent of our client, Contraband Records. Once payments, royalties, points and/or further engagements have been arranged. Then can the party other than our client obtain permission to use these musical works, tracks, recordings and/or masters for their own purpose.
If the party other than Contraband Records use any of the material, tracks, recordings etc. in a way to break this agreement (such as: Looping, releasing, sales, distribution, commercials, internet or any other way to make money or use the material without obtaining permission) then they forfeit to all and any lawsuits pursued by Contraband Records.
By signing this agreement you, _____________________, fully understand and accept these terms and conditions provided by our client, Contraband Records. You cannot use these musical recordings, tracks etc. until permission has been obtained from Contraband Records.
Purchasing Tracks from Contraband Records
Within the actions of purchasing musical tracks from Contraband Records, you will be responsible for payments. Contraband Records requires that you (the artist, label, publisher, etc.) pay the total amount up front. Therefore, this would show our client, Contraband Records, that you (the artist, label, publisher, etc.) are serious about your business dealings. This will also help move things along for you a lot faster.
In purchasing Musical Tracks from our client, it is important for you to know that Contraband Records will still own the rights to their music. Not your performance, lyrics or recording - but the rights to the tracks they produce. For production by Contraband Records, they will receive 3 to 5 points on your album. Contraband Records will also receive full credits for their production. If you refuse or fail to provide these credits you will have then breached this agreement and actions will be taken against you in the court of law. Let this be true for any and all bindings found in this agreement.
Credits should appear in your CD Cover inserts as follows…
Track Name
Written by: You The Artist
Produced by: David Valdivia/ Jesus Torres
If you in any way shape or form fail to put the track(s) (otherwise: Your album / Project) out within a 12 month time span, then the tracks will automatically go back to Contraband Records as per ASCAP. It is not our client’s job to put your album out. Again this is an industry standard, you are not buying the rights to our clients work. However, if you do put your project out within the 12 month time span then you will be fine, but again - Contraband Records will still owns the rights to their production. If you wish to purchase the rights of the production, then you and Contraband Records would have to reach an agreement (normally a cash settlement). This would mean that you would be able to receive the production Royalties that normally Contraband Records would receive.
Publishing and Rights
Let it be known that Contraband Records has it’s own publishing company Contraband Publishing.
Contraband Records will publish their tracks under their own company. This is to prevent your publishing company, label, management or any other holder in your organization from practicing bad business dealings onto our client Contraband Records. This would cause what is known as a SPLIT. A split is basically this… You have a track from Contraband Records… you are the Artist… Contraband Records is the Producer… when royalties come in from publishing… you get 50% royalties of that track… Contraband Records gets 50% royalties of that track… As per ASCAP this is a split. NOTE: This wouldn’t take effect on your entire album… just the tracks produced by Contraband Records. Contraband Records does not own the rights to your project… only the music issued and produced by Contraband Records. Again, this is an industry standard. Our client practices business based upon these standards.
Contraband Records will obtain all rights for the instrumental tracks produced by them. Such as: Copy Rights - Production Credits - Production Royalties - Track Publishing (instrumental only - unless the song is written by Contraband Records) - Etc.
This means that you have no right to attempt a copy right on Contraband Records production. You also have no rights to resell Contraband Records production to artist(s) or industry alike (commercials, internet, websites, labels, publishers, etc.). However, if Nike wanted to use a certain musical track or tracks that was produced for you… Contraband Records reserves the right to issue a license to Nike for use of the track. NOTE: Contraband Records wouldn’t turn around and sell the same track to another artist after selling it to you.
By signing this agreement you are stating that you fully understand the bindings of this document. You are aware and accept responsibility for payment - half upfront and half upon receiving the track(s). You also acknowledge and accept that Contraband Records will own the rights to the music they produce for you as well as the fact that they will publish their instrumental tracks themselves through their own publishing company. You understand that you will give David Valdivia/ Jesus Torres full production credits on the album inserts for the tracks produced and issued. David Valdivia/ Jesus Torres will receive 3 - 5 points on your album / project for production (this will be reached between both involved parties). You also understand that if you fail to publish your project / album within a 1 year time period, the instrumentals provide by Contraband Records will automatically go back to Contraband Records. Again, these are Industry Standards… Contraband Records follows these standards… if you feel these terms and conditions are out of line then Contraband Records would like to wish you the best of luck. They would also like to ask that if you contact them again be SERIOUS and READY. Cause if you aren’t signing this agreement… you have already wasted enough of their time, patience and money.
